A two day race around Bainbridge I slan
brought out 37 boats for the cruising and two racing divisions. 16.5 miles

Saturday from the starting area at Pt. Monroe to the finish off of the Port Orchard Marina followed by hosted main dish
BBQ with side dish potluck dinner on the docks around the boats. 13.5 miles Sunday up the west side of Bainbridge from
the start off the Port Orchard Marina thru Agate pass to the finish near the entrance to Hidden Cove.

Fogust came late this year and with a light fog and lighter winds, boats headed out to

the starting area at Pt. Monroe Saturday and by 10am a smooth Northeasterly began

filling in across half the start line causing many boats to dip down from the weather

side of the line before heading off down the course on a tight port reach. One boat in

particular was so excited about their dip start plan and the building breeze that they

charged in across the line hollering to the boats around them that they were not in

their start and that they should get out of the way. To which they got some blank

stares and a few fiyoudre right, wedre not in yogr st
minutes early!

But then itdés time to turn the corner at Restora
currents along the south end of Bainbridge with the Northerly breeze. Boats were reaching
along at 9+ knots in a good puff followed by the quick header and the dying breeze between
puffs. Turning the corner at the fish pens the fleet had to decide inside or out, jib or spin
and how to avoid the big holes and lulls?

The current was against the fast boats once they arrived at Rich Passage but by the time the
cruising class boats got into the passage the current began to change and everyone got into
the finish line off of Port Orchard marina at a very respectable hour. Some sat in holes near
Point White for 45 m|nutes watchmg the fleet sail by them i had a sandwich and watched
T al il e the racing. Eventually everyone got going again and the

i \ : il fleet filled up the docks and activity pier for dinner before
retiring ashore for the late night festivities.

Sunday sprang early and grey and as sailors left the dock at the last minute before
their starts the wind slowly began to fill in for the 10am gun. A light Northerly pulled
the cruising class across the line followed quickly by PHRF Division 2. Spread out

Bl across the bay Division 2 played every tactic there was to get past Washington Nar-
rows and into the outgoing current. Division 3 headed high as a group and their lineup
went right across the opening to the narrows as the wind began petering out, dying
down to just enough wind to keep the boats from doing circles.

The leaders from Division 1 had slowly been pushed up towards the northern beach in the light air and swirling current but

on the back side of that swirl was the Evelyn 32 Poke & Destroy swinging around the current at just the right time to catch

a building Northerly, escape the current swirl and shoot off into the river heading towards Rich Passage. Their timely de-

parture put them well out in front of the fleet. The sun began burning through the fog layer and Poke & Destroy could
barely be seen off in the distance as the fleet worked their way into the new breeze.

The wind held until University Point and could be seen all the way to Agate Pass but

with the delay in Sinclair Inlet the tide had changed and the current was building

against the fleet in Agate Pass. The RC wisely looked over the information at hand and

decided to shorten the course at Battle Point, just over 8 miles into the course on the

day. First across the line, Poke & Destroy was followed almost 8 minutes later by the

Farr 395 Ace, then another 2+ minutes back was the J/35 The Boss. A few in the fleet
decided to drop out and motor north back in the dead zone of Sinclair Inlet but the

ones that stuck it out had a full and challenging day figuring out the currents and wind

angles that bounce and swirl through the West side of Bainbridge Island.
